WHAT HAPPENED TO

2 THE BULLION-BOX 2

- By H. J. HERVLY, Late of the Indian Government Tclegraph Service,
Saharunpore, N.W.P,, India.

[This story was related to the author by
Mr. Hope Kavanagh, the District Superin-
tendent of Police at Saharunpore. It de-
scribes how a native banker resorted to
deception in order to safeguard a cas¢ of
bullion which he was sending by rail to n
customer, and how by a clever trick the
contents of the box were stolen en route,
the unhappy banker being precluded from
prosccuting the thicves, although they were
discovered, through the possibility of
being involved in severe penalties himself.)

HE firm of Bnhugwandass, Jey-
klssen, Singh & Co., bankers
and merchants, of Kangrl,
was one of the wealthiest

concerns in Upper India. With a far-
reaching connection all over the penin-
sula—and even farther—old Bhugwan-
dassa, the princlpal, was wont to boast
that his signature stood equally good
in London as in Labore, and that he
could give you a hoondee (order) which
xwwould he honored with the same
promptitude in Chicago as in Calcutta.

Among the employes of the firm was
a certain Thotaram, the son of a for-
mer client. Falling at the entrance ex-
anination for the subordinate Civll
Service be had been taken on by Bhug-
wandass as an English writer. At the
time referred to In this story Thota-
ram had been some ten years in the
firm‘s employ, and for a mere copyfst
be bad rigen, through undoubted merit
and perseverance, to the comparatively
responsible post of confldential clerk
to the managing partner.

Now, while we must suppose that
Thotaram bhad during bis career Deen
rubject to temptations, the cqual In-
ference is that he bad hitherto suc-
cecded In withstanding all assaults on
hls moral rectitude.

| the soil by allowing It to rest for a
year or two, by not compelling 1t to
! produce a crop.

Stones in the Uarden Soll.
Don't be impatient to get all the
amall stones out of your garden soll.
Any as large as a baseball sbould cer-
talnly be taken out, but the smmnller
stones, especlally thosc the slze of a
marble, help the soil by Kkceping it
loose, allowing good circulation of
water and helping to warm It some-
what. Thils (s espcecially valuab!e
wlhere an early crop is waunted.

Maving a Specialty.

It Is not a bad plan for any faurwer
to bave some speclalty aslde from his
regular crops, if he is not too short for
belp. Among the things to be suggest-
ed a small aren {n some one fruit
would be within reach of all. This
would afford a profit in the majorily of
scnsons, and cevery pnow and  then
comes a ycar when a fruit cron fs
worth a very bandsomec sum.

Impraviog Foor Land.

T’oor land con never Le lmproved ur-
less something is added to it. It Is
cheaper to allow time, In the cffort to
grow crops to be plowed under, than
to attempt to take a scanty crop from
the land. When the land is poor the
wanure should be concentrated on
smaller areas, and allow a portlon of
the land to go uncroppsd until wanure
can be given to it. ‘I'lme will be saved,
however, by using green manurial
crops and fertllizers. Tbe farmer who
pays tases on poor land taxcs himself
annecessarily,

Trompling Seed Into the Earth.

Peter Henderson some years ago
aalled attentlon to the use of the feet
in plantiug vegetable sced In dry
weather. If small sceds are sown avd
loosely covered with dry earth they of-
ten fail to germinate, or, just after
germination, they lle and pevish. _If,
however, the earth |s compressed about
the seal at the time of planting, such
drying does not occur. and the sceds
germinate well. even when the ground
fs very dry. To be surve, If the ground
18 full ¢¢ molsture, this method would
sot Le followed.

Olling Harnesa.

It Is a good plan to Kkeep bariess
well olled, as it will make It wear
longer and keep it soft and plinble and
much more easily bandled. Soft, well-
olled harness will stand more pullinz
thon a set that has not been olled. It
takes the life and toughness out of
leather to use it without olling. The
cost of the oil and the work of apply-
Ing it wlll be saved many timnes by the
harness lasting longer and the saving
fo repalrs. The harness can be olled
some wet day when little else could
be done, and the time consuwmed In
doing it will hardly be missed.—[he
Epitomist.

Temperatore For Bees,

Becs should be kept at a temperature
ranging from forty-two to forty-five
degrees above zero, and the hives
should be dry. The light should be
excluded as much as possible and the
hives should not be exposed to sudden
changes of temperature. An nmple
supply of honey should be left for the
support of the bees during the winter.,
It 1s not nccessary to put the bhives
under shelter until winter approaches
nnd {f the colony in each hive is not
strong {t will be of hut little service
until it recovers in the spring. Too
much warmth in winter 1s not con-
ducive to success.

Salt in the Manare MMeap.

" Salt In tbe manure heap will prove
boncﬁclnli As kalnit contalns a large
proportion of salt, and aleo a percent-
age of crude rulphate of potaslh, It may
be mixed with the manure by turning
the heap over. care being taken that all,
portions of the manurce he sprinkled
with the kainit. It prevents loss of nm-
monia to a certain extent and adds
potash to the manure, while salt at
tracts molsture and rerves ns an ald
to prevent “fire-fanning” of tho man-
ure. Whenever wmanure I8 turned over
the coarse materials should be placed
in the centre In order that they may
more quickly be decomposed.

The Hay Iress.

The farmer who hns tore hay than
barn room wlill tind it a good |nvest-
ment to have a hay press that he m--
put It into smaller hulk, so that there
will be room for it in the barn, instead
of atacking it out of doors. It will
kecp better, and if he hns any tu sell it
will be more easlly handled and sell
more readlly at a Letter price. If one
cannot afford to buy a press, let those
in n ncighborhood who are likely to
want to usc it unite In owning. The
bay may be stacsed until the culting
and curing 18 over with, if oue doer not
wish to run the press in haying time.

Some so0ils arc Iin sucia poor
condition that it requires gt least two
or three seasons to make thewn re.
spond to intensive systems of culture.

Does Farmning Pay?

Tbhe abandoged farms of New
England may not pay. else they migzht
not have lLeen abandoned. Yet even
herc there may be a fallacy. Perbaps
the farm that has ccased to be protit-
able under the old system of farming,
may be made to pay under a new sys-
tem). Stricty speaking there are prob-
ably no abandoned farms Iin New Eng-
land, There may be a change in own-
ership and In mcthods, but the lands
still yleld a crop for somncbody. They
have not reverted to the public domain.
The management of land Is undergolng
a rndleal change. Tbhis change wmay
result in bardships to the individual
who will not aceept tihe new order, but
it works to the bettcrment of the farm
and conscquently of the community,
Farming pays even though a farmer
here and there mny fail.—F. H. Swe-*

Old and Naw Strawherry Bods.

Yery rarely have we had a season
more conducive to the growth of wceds
in the stenwberry Deds than this bas
been. We could not get Into the gar-
den to root out the weecds for weeks at
a time, and the conscquence was that
the plants were nlmost awvamped. He-
rolc trcatment was required to clear
tbein out, But w¢ bave dooe It. I'irst
we went over the plot with a scythe,
cutting down all the grass, ragweed
and other foul atuff, This wns raked
off and drawn away on the stone hoat.
Then we put a good team and plow in
and threw the land lhottomn up, herry
plants and nll. This was followed by
the harrow. This left a good sreed bed
for tbe new plants, These we took
from the old bed of this Rummer. A
nice lot of runucrs had grown up be-
tween the rows, and these we traus-
ferred to the new ek A flne rhower
coming on shortly after we bad fimished
the work of transplanting helped to
give the new plants a start. Now we
will go through the rows with a culti-
vator as often na ncceded, and also
through the rows of last year's plants
we will save over for' one year morve,
It hns beew hiard weork, but we are sura
it will ray well —E, I..

¥hey Take Up Abandened Farmug and » |

Noral Kxlatence,

The problem of the “abanddied” ov
‘“run-down" farm in New Hawmpshire is
finding at least @ partial solution, as
simple as It is charncteristic of the
‘times. These places are being redeccd
aud beautiicd in considerable numbcers
by Intelligent single womeun from Bos-
ton and elscwhere, some of whom
spend only thelr vacation m the coun-
try. Within n eircuft of about twen-
ty-five miles, amang the foothllls of the
White Mountains, onc who bns the en-
treg of these delightfal bomces may
visit scveral.

These women, and others simllarly
‘oceupled, wany of 'whom are well
kvown and well educated, are distinct-
ly recognized In the farming communi-
tles where they have become property
bolders as residents to be counted upon
when public improvements are to bLe
andertaken, and public opinfon is to
be formed.

Onc woman, for example, who bas
for the prescut glven up her profession
on account of her health, bas bought a
farin of rather exceptional value, be-
cause it Includcs fertile “intervale”
land. On this she raises large hay
crops. She has put dormer windows
into the qualnt old house that she
found in the place, fitted it up with old
fashioned furniturc, put settles beside
the hig fireplace in the living room.

Business' Dispute Causes a Trlp'.cl
Tragedy in New Yori City.

-Willlam C. Turner,
of Mouut Vernon, N. Y., forwecrly
I'resident of the Clinax Bottle and
Manufacturlng Company., shot aud
killed Alberr Hamilton, of Pittshurg,
Pa., and Willlam Mallard, Jr.,, whe
lives in this city. ‘Turner then sbhot
and killed biwmsel?. The sbhootlng oc-
curred on the ninth floor of the Broad
Excbange Building, In the oftices of
Cantor, Mclntyre & .\dams, the law
firm of which Jacolh A. Cantor, I'res!-

dent of Manhattan Lorough, Is scuior
wmeinber,

‘I'here were alge in the room when
the shooting was doue Mr. Adnms, of
the law firmn; Maurlice Goodman, coun-
gel to the Climax Bottle aud Manufac.
turing Company, nnd Edgnr Leven-
tritt, counsel for T'wener. Mr. Hamll-
ton occupled the posilion of [’resident
of the Cllmax Company, nnd Mr. Mal.
lard was Secrctary and 1reasurer. The
men had gnthered by appolntment to
scttle a business differcnce.

Mr. Adams, who was In the room
when the shooting occurred, sald:

“When Turner drew a revolver and
fired at Mallard, I made a rush for
the door. As I went past Turner, he
said to me ‘I wont you, too." From
that time on I don’t kuow bhow I got
out of the room."”

Ncarly a dozen shota twere fired in
all, and after those wbo bad ULecn
miesed Ly the nilssiles left the roow
sevcral more shots were beard. When
the Gring began the clerks aud steno-
grapbers rushed from the rooins and
Mr. Gopdman, who was in the room,
bolted down stuira for a policewan.

Th > weapons used by Turner were two
murdcrous Colt autowatic magazine
revolvers.

When the room was entered by Cor-
oner (ioldenc:antz the three bodies
were yving where they fell. Tle police
found bullets lying around the floor,
aud the odor of smalicless powder
flled the room and hallway.

‘furner had heen preven 5,100 short
in bis accounts - 1th the company and
had azreed to pav $2.700 in scitlement
ol the ¢laimn. Whean the sctticiment was
dew.anded of bim he suddenly drew
his revolver, and shot first Mr. Mallard,
then Mr. Hamllton, tinally turning his
revolver upon himself. Thils account
of the shooting is that of Mr. Good-
man, who rushed down to the strect
floor aud summoned the police. When
he returncd with an officer the three
men were dead. Upon the person of
Turner was found n worthless check.

Hurricd calls were made for Borough
President Cantor and John F. Mcln-
tyre. the other members of the law
firin. but ncither of them were able
to respoud at once. I'resident Cantor
sald that he Kknew nothing about the
legal complications thai preceded the
murder and suicide.

From other sources, however, it was
learned that Turner had stated that
prior to the conference he belleved an
injustice Lad been done him, but that
now that he was in the last ditch,
sometbing would have to be done.
There Is no doubt that Turaer would
have killed Mr. MeIntsre had he becn
prescut at tlic couference in bis office.

dE WAS NOT ALLOWED TO MARRY

St. Paul, Minn.—-"Jim" Younger, the
outlaw, who ou July 10, 1001, wan ré-
leased ou parole from the Statc prison
with lLis brothet Cole, after sorving
twenty-ive years of a life sentence,
killed hlwself by shootlng lhiere. [From
notes he left 1t is Wpparent that his
mind was unbalnoced.

A quarrel with hjs brother, Cole, and
an Infatuntion for a young woman bhe-
yond Lis station resulted iu a conflict
between Youuger aud the friends who

bad been most Instrumecntal in his lib-
eration from the penltentiary and his
final banishment from the howne of the
fricnd that bad econslstently worked
for his freedow.

Bealdes this, It {8 sald that James
Younger, who was naturally haughty,
disliked the notoriety that attached to
him. He felt that he was despised and
the object of observation everywhere.

He Lecame norosec nand often told
people that he 'had no friends.” Iie
was a constant sufferer from a bullet
wound in his face. for which he bhad
bad frequent consultations with his
pbysicians since his parole. It |is
thought that this affected bis mind.

Hlis knowledzc of secreta of the State
penitentiary of Mlinnosota and Llis
threat to have them published are clted
as another cnuse for the mental break-
down. It is sald that be was greatly
harrassed by pollticinng, who feared
that the statements he might nake
would disturb existing conditions. A
large maniln cnvelope found on his
hureau contained a package of letters
that had passed between Younger and
a woman with whom he |Is said to have
bean much in love. The woman, who
is prominently connccted, is sald to
bave reciprocated his affection. and
though he was fifty-four years old aud
much brokeu down, it war reported at
onc time they were to be married. Her
relatives raised strenuous objections to
the marriage, and a further obstacle
was the fact that a parvoled prisoner
conld not legally contract a marriage.

The followIng uotes were also found
in his room:

“All relations just gtay away f{rom
me. No crocodile tears wanted. Te-
porters, be my frienda. Burn me up.

“JIM YOUNGER.

“To all that's good aud true I love
and bid farewell.  JIM YOUNGER

*Over—Ob, lassie, good-hyre.

“A. U. G.—Last night an carth. So
zood-bye. lassie, for I atill think of
thee.

“JIM YOUNGER"

James Younger. hise brother Thoinas
Coleman Younger, ULetter known as
*“Cole” and Rob Younger. were mcm-
bers of the famous James band which
eommitted all sorts of depredations in
the Southwes¢ just after the cod of the
Civil War. The band originated from
the gucrilla warfare on the border line
in the war. The Youngers and others
refused to accept Lee’sm surrender as
the end of the war, or at lenst offered
that as an cxcuse for their crimlinal
acts,

In 1876 the zang's opcrations In the
Southwest bad been pretty well stopped
and the Youngers, with Jesse Jnines
and his brother Frank. robbed a bank
in Northtield, Minn_, Killing the cashier
and xcveral others. ['osses were start-
cd after the zang and all three Young-
era were captured.

Bobh Younger died in prinon. James
aud “Cole” were rcleased on parole In
July, 1901.

COAL STRIKE
COMHISSION

Arbitrators Accept aad Will
Begin Work as Speedily
a5 Possible.,

—————

MITCHELL UPHOLDS PLAN,

He Wins Over His Lieutenants Who

Opposed the Proposition to Set«
tle the Anthracite Conflict.

Wllkesbarre, Pa.—While all the rest
of the world awalited the reading of the
last chapter in the history of the great
anthracite coal strike, Jobhn Miltchell
faced bis own people with the proposi-
tion to resnme work pending the ar-
bitration of their grievanccs.

Mitchell, committed to the support
of the plan submltted to him by Presi-
dent Roosevelt, met the lenders of the
district bLoards, thirty-seven in DUDg-
ber, and urged them to consent to the

calling of a conventlon of miners to
accept the offer. He galned bis point
after three bours of coutroversy. Asa
result of hia cfortg a call for a con-
vention of miners representing the
350 locnl unions was lssucd. The call
was addreseed to the otticers and mem-
bers of all local unions in Districts 1.
7 and 9; signed by Jobn Mitchell, Presi-
dent, and W. B. Wilson, Secretary, and
1t stated that the purpose of the con-
vention was to act on the proposition
submitted by President Roosevelt.

Mr. Mitcbell sent a dispatch to Presi-
dent Roosevelt Informing him of the
action of the district presidents.

An official of the Delaware and Hud-
son cstimated that there were on s8ld-
ings in the anthracite region more than
3000 cars rcady to bear coal to New
York City and otbher dlistributing
points. A general order was In cffect
giving the preference to coal over all
other freight.

It wns cstimated that the first
twenty-four hours’ operation would
yleld ready for shipmeat from 40.000
to G0.000 tons of conl. It was the pur-
pose of the railway officlals to send
the first train load to New York City,
the second to Philadelphia, and con-
tinue to send to the distributing agents
traing as rapldly es they can be loaded.

Of the nincty-cight collcrics operated
by the Dciaware, Lackawanna and
Western, the Delaware aod Hudson,
the Teniple, the Erle and the Outarlo
and Western Companies, only twesthe
Butler, at Pittston. and the Halls/ead.
at Duryca, which weare allowed to
flood, cannot bLe reopened within a
weeck from the time the strike Is de-
clared off. At forty-four of thesc places
some work Lbas lLcen golng on. At
most of the others a few men bave
becen underground for several weeks
making repalrs, cleaning up ‘falls”
and cutting coal.

Pt is cstimated that the opcrators
are 20.000.000 tons Lehind as a result
of the strike.

Wasbington, . C.—All of the arbl.
trators appointed by Pres!dent Roose-
velt, who will settle the differcnces
which existed between the anthracite
soal miners and the operators, have
Accepted. The commission Is to he
orgunized and hegin fts work as speed-
1ly as possible. DPresldent Roosevelt's
desk was piled bigh with telegrams
from all parts of the country commend-
ing bis courae and congratulating him
upon the outcome.

THE CROPSOF THE WORLD

Europoan Harvest of 1902 One of the
Latest on Record.

(n Canc of.1tread Graina, Owing to Damp-
ncsa, Some Conutries Will Need
Dry t*roduct For Mixing.

Wasblngton, D. ¢ =T'he Depnrtinent
of Agriculture’s summary of the crops
of the worlld shows that, owing to-the
remarkably cool and wet aummer ¢Xx-
pericnced throughaut a considerable
part of Europe, the barveat of 1902 s
onc of the latest on record.

The promisc of an abundant yield,

theretore. has bheen only partly ful-
fllled in Europe.allowing for grain zath-
ered in a damaged conditlon aud for
that actuslly spolled. In the case of
bread graine there will be a demand
among millers, 10 the countries so auf-
fering, for good, dry grain to mix with
the home product.

The semi-official Russian estiomte
mukes the wheat, rye, barley and oats
crop of that r~ouuntry not only Iarger
than in 1901, but exceeding the aver-
age for the five years, 189G-1000. The
estimnte puts the crops as follows:

Winter wheat, 186,582,388 hushels of
sixty pounds each.

Spring wheat, 300,930,337 bushels of
si<ty pounds.

Rye. S54.432,750 Lushels of fifty-six
pounds ecach.

Barley. 282,130.025 bLushels of forty-
eight pounds each.

Oats, 816,391,875 bLushels of thirty-
two pounds cach.

Throughout about four-fifths of the
German Emplre harvesting was de-
layed by frequent rains, and there was
atill much graln in the flelds in the
middlec of September.

The Austrinn officinl fizures sny that
wheat and barley are good. average
crops, while rye Is only medium to
good medium. The quality of the grain
80 far as the harvest wns secured un-
der anything like favorable conditions,
{8 mostly satisfactory.

IFrom Huogary the official report
shows that maize has suffercd from
drought in some dlistricts, the plante
producing no cara and in others the
grain ripened bLefore the cars attained
a normal development,

The Roumanian wheat crop is offi-
cinlly estimated as the best in many
vears. For 1902 the production is estl-
mated at 76,220,298. Rve is estlinated
at 6,938,466 bushels, barley 24.G671,040
bushels. aud oats 21,905,205 bushels.

The Bulgarian cereal crops arc fairly
satistnctory.

Harvesting is progressing favorably
in Denmark. Wheat and rye are of
normal yield and gzood quality. Toe
wheat crop of Itnly, according to pres
ént Indications. will be approximately
130.000.000 bushels. The recent rains
in Argontina entirely saved the crops.
and it i3 estimated that the ylelds wlill
exceed 1ast year by over forty per cent.

Wheat areas in Australia have been
helped by heavy ralns. Generally fa-
vorable reports of comlng crops have
been recelved from all provinces of In-
dia. The rice crop of Japan, hurt by
the wet summer, probably will be be-
low the average c

Tle offiefal estimate of Spain is that
that countryv will have the largest
wheat crop for many years, and will
have a considerable surplus for expor-
tatlon.

The Nile flood this year is the lowest
In twenty-five vears, and. although the
acarcity of water will partly be com-
pensated for by the new works exe-
cuted by the British Government, the
crops In Upper Egyvpt arc likely to suf-
Cer.

Whatever water inavallable in Egypt
will be principally applied to the cotton
crop. lenving beans. maize, lentlls. etc.,
to bear the chlef effect of the acarcity.

Nationalists had bombarded Irish Sec-
retary Wyndham with querles, Inter-
ruptions and contradictlons of his
statements about tbe Imprisoning of
IrirRh members, hnd met his replics
with atorma of derinive cries, minzled
with hisses. and hnd kept the Speaker
huey suppressing demonstrations which
threatencd to develop Into dimorder.

Mr. O'Brien sald he regarded the
Sulllvan casc of greater gravity than
thnt of Sergeant Sherldan, becanse Sul-
llvan's plot against the Irish TLeague
wan of the same sort n8 the Plgort for-
geriea agnlnst Parnell.  Mr. O'Brien
sald the Government packed the jury
to acquit Sullivan, and then apent an
enormous amount to shleld him from
justice.

Mr. Atkins. Attorney-General for Ire-
Iand. taunted Mr. O'Brien with being
too cowanlly to take -this cae2 into the
law courts.

This brought shouts of “Withdraw:"
from the Irish benches.

Mr. O'Brien asked whether Mr. At-
kins's vemark was disorderly or not.

Speaker Gully did net take the re-
mark as calling Mr. O'Brien a cowanl.

The Attorney-General withdrew his
expression and scored Mr. O Brien for
making infamous charges agaiost the
Crown without proof.

Yvashington, D. C.—Tbe great am-
thracite coal strike ls settled. A cow-
wisaion of six persons, with a seventh,
Carroll D. Wright, as recorder, will
adjust the differcnces between the op-
crators And tbe miners. DPresident
Mitchell of the Miners' Unlon promised
10 take the nmecewRary measures to call
the strike off. The 1'resident urged the
fmincdiate resumption of minfug.

The following oflicial statcinent an-
nouncing the close of tho strike was Is-
qucd at the White House at 2.20 a. m.:

“Aftler a conference with Mr. Mitchel
and some further conference with rep-
resentntives of tbe coal operators, the
President hak appointed the mewbers
of the commission to inquire into, con-
aider and pass upon all questions at
fssuc between the operators and miners
in the anthracite coal flelds.
