Bats Spread the Plngnc.
The hat has been accused of a num­

ber of performances to annoy mankind 
in the way of killing children and 
spreading vermin, but a more serious 
charge has recently been made by Dr. 
Gosio, a foreign medical writer, who 
says the things were responsible for a 
small epidemic of bubonic plague. In 
a recent paper by hint he states that 
during bubonic plague In Naples it was 
suspected that the disease emanated 
from a building completely Isolated by 
walls from the town, with separate* 
drainage, and the idea suggested Itself 
that the infection must have been car­
ried by the numerous bats that were 
constantly flying around the building. 
Dr. Gosio accordingly made experi­
ments by inoculating specimens of the 
bats with very piinute doses of the 
virus. The result was that In every 
case the bats contracted the disease 
and died in a comparatively short in­
terval, and on examination all the or­
gans of the dead animal seemed to bo 
rich in germs. It is suggested that the1 
numerous parasites with which the! 
bat is commonly nffccted may he tho
means of propagating the disease.

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Hann of Boot Pruning.

Deep plowing among growing corn,
after the roots have met in the rows, 
may cause barm; “root pruning” is a 
mistake; to break the roots checks 
tho growth, nnd in hot, dry woatlicr 
deep cultivation will surely cause the 
corn to curl, showing Injury nnd suf­
fering, while shallow working will 
keep It fresh nnd green. As soon ns a 
crust Is. formed on the soli It should 
be broken up to admit both moisture 
nnd air, for the one dissolves the fer-. 
tilizing matter which is in the soil, 
nnd the latter affects its decomposition 
nnd renders it soluble. So that after 
a rain which has crusted the surface 
the cultivator should be started as soon 
ns the soil is dry enough; this tends to 
hold the moisture and prevents its 
speedy evaporation.

To Distribute Silage.
Many forms of distributers have

been invented, but what Is known as 
the “hopper and bag” plan is far su­
perior to any yet chanced upon, and Is 
shown in the figure. The hopper Is 
about three feet square at the top,

quite deep so as to get pitch, and is 
suspended from the roof so that the 
cut silage is thrown from the carrier 
into it. A is a header board for the 
silage to strike so as to fall straight 
down and so mix corn, leaves and 
stalks all together. B is the hopper 
and C is a tube mgde by cutting 
through the ends of old gunny or fertil­
izer sacks and making a tube or hose 
of them nnd suspending it under the 
hopper. A cord is attached and as the 
silage comes down the tube If is “led” 
about, and the silage thoroughly mixed 
and put exactly where wanted, with­
out lifting or throwing a pound. Some 
substitute old joint of stovepipe for 
the bags, and in either case as the 
silage comes up to the tube a section 
or two Is taken off and the filling pro­
ceeds.—Correspondence Ohio Farmer.

Mending Split Trees.

Split limbs of trees, when they are of
such a nature that they cannot be re­
moved except to permanently injure 
the tree, can be mended in the follow­
ing way. Any loose splinters should 
be cut away, then raise the limb into 
proper position. While firmly held in 
place bore two holes through the bro­
ken and unbroken part, one hole below 
the other, the space between holes 
varying with the size of the broken 
limb. In these holes place bolts of the 
same size to fill up holes completely. 
Use bolts with small he.ads and place a 
washer under nut, draw it tightly aud 
in a few years both ends will be cov­
ered over with growing wood nnd the 
tree will he as strong as ever.—The Ep­
itomise.

Kills the Red Spiders.
No small part of the cause of black­

berries and raspberries drying up on 
the canes may be attributed to the 
work of the little red spider. As this 
Insect thrives best in hot and dry 
weather, the cause is often said to be 
the drouth or the heat, but examination 
of the leaves will often show these lit­
tle Insects present in great numbers, 
and the leaves so eaten by them on the 
under side that they dry and shrivel up 
as if they had been scorched by fire. 
When the leaves can no longer serve 
as the lungs of a plant, growth must 
•top. Two sprayings with kerosene 
emulsion, one just after the blossoms 
fall, and the ether just before the fruit 
ripens, will often prove more beneficial 
than irrigation. For the rust or an- 
thracnose of the canes use the Bor­
deaux mixture.

The Demand For Ilorscs. 
According to the bulletin of the Il­

linois Experiment Station the demand 
for horses is excellent to-day, but they, 
must be bred for particular market 
purposes. The different market classes 
are determined by the size, color, style 
and conformation to generally accepted 
standards. The first and highest class 
is the road, carriage and coach horse, 
which must be of good breeding, from 
fifteen to sixteen hands high, nnd a 
weight of 1100 to 1150 pounds. If 
well matched such carriage horses nre 
worth a quarter more than when of­
fered singly. The American cob In 
this class Is one of the most profitable, 
and the animal must be handsome and 
stylish. Light-grey and mottled car­
riage horses arc the hardest to sell of 
this whole class. The cab horse is put 
In the second class by the writer of tho

bulletin, vnnfl the animal must be very 
useful, chunky nnd hardy, but this 
class Is not bred by Itself, but consists 
of the cullings from the first class. 
The bus horse Is not a very profitable 
horse to breed, but if one can combine 
It with other breeds there 1s some 
money lu It. The draft horse Is one 
of the best breeds for raising, nnd the 
deni mid Is good. But prices vary sc 
much that a good deal depends upon 
the kind of a draft horse the breedei 
produces. The cheapest grade sells 
for $125, and others up to $300, with 
some extra heavy fine ones ns high as 
$350. When heavy draft horses nre 
matched in teams, they bring consid­
erable more, nnd such teams have sold 
for'$800 a pair. A good breeder with 
fine stock to begin with can make 
more money In raising the draft and 
carriage or road horses than any oth­
ers. Between these two he will often 
have culls which can be disposed of as 
representatives of the other classes. 
But in all horse breeding it Is neces­
sary that breeding for certain market 
classes should he held well in view. 
The markets are becoming more exact, 
ing every year, and horses that cannot 
be classified in one or the other class 
are drugs in the sales.—Professor S. N- 
Doty, in American Cultivator.

Decadence of tbe Potato.

Old farmers kuow very well that the 
potato has deteriorated greatly within 
their recollection. Others, whose hair 
is not yet gray, may not be quite so 
well aware of the fact; since the latter 
have been raising or buying aud eat­
ing potatoes. Down to the early for­
ties farmers were easily able to grow 
excellent potatoes. There was a good­
ness nnd a mealiness about them that 
would astonish people nowadays. If 
a farmer could produce the like now 
he would need to have no anxiety 
about getting rich. The owners of 
new varieties extol them highly, but 
on the plate they are disappointing. 
They compare poorly with the pota­
toes any farmer could raise some fifty- 
odd years ago almost without effort. 
Now the potato has about as many 
enemies as anything a farmer culti­
vates. Rot, blight and scab are the 
most formidable disease, all caused 
by fungus.

Since the fungus that causes rot was 
first introduced into this country, no 
crop has been entirely free from it. 
The potato beetle was first talked 
abqut In 1859, and by 1874 had over­
run most of the country. After hav­
ing been fought desperately for twenty- 
five or thirty years, the beetles are 
still almost ns numerous as ever. I 
have lately seen on estimate of the 
amount of Paris green used annually to 
destroy them. I don’t remember the 
quantity, but it was almost an incred­
ible number of tons. Some think the 
wholesale and long continued applica­
tion of poison has affected the potato 
unfavorably. Possibly, for the poison 
is applied to Mie foliage nnd stems, 
and the tubers are only thickened 
stems. Last year scab and dry rot 
were very destructive. It is practically 
impossible to obtain seed potatoes ex­
empt from these diseases. The potato 
is a native of South America. If seed 
potatoes were to be systematically ob­
tained from some South American 
country where these fungous diseases 
arc unknown, it would seem that they 
might be averted here, for a time at 
least Of course, this has been done, 
and many years ago the merits of the 
Garnet-Chili potato proved that ccch 
experiments may be worth repeating.— 
S. B. Kealt, in New York Tribune 
Farmer.

Farm Dairy Barn.

The barn illustrated herewith shows 
the plan of the Pennsylvania dairy 
barn of W. L. Matthews. The outside 
dimensions are 40x90 feet with S-foot 
basement and 20-foot superstructure.

The basement provides room for six 
horses, thirty-eight cows and has six 
large box stalls additional, all so ar­
ranged as to make a very desirable 
barn for the purposes Intended. The 
horse stable is unusually wide, which, 
however, is no bad fault, and two good 
harness closets are provided to keep 
the harness free from dust and danger.

The superstructure has two lG-foot 
drives, a 10-foot bay at each end nnd 
a 32-foot bay between the two drives, 
nt one end of which is a large granary. 
Many readers inny find this plan 
adapted to their needs.—John L. Shaw*

An open wood fire, either in a 
city or country home, possesses an un­
deniable attraction for most people 
and when enveloped in a wealth of 
color the fascination is apt to be in­
creased.

Advice to HourowItas.
Ice box contents are often contamin­

ated and made poisonous by left-over 
fruit and vegetables held too long while 
bacteria multiply unexpectedly. The 
prudent housekeeper will limit her 
daily marketing to the day's consump­
tion. Her bills will be lower In con­
sequence and the health of the family 
will be better. Only a very small 
number of fruits can be safely eaten 
uncooked. The cookable are well 
known. At the best equipped health 
resorts uncooked fruits, except the 
lemon, are often wholly forbid. Th>? 
cookable fruits arc more digestible 
cooked, and. If properly cooked, are 
also more delicious. One fact Is in­
contestable, that fruit permitted to de­
cay where human beings are liable to 
breathe the germs which are inevitable 
is one of the most potent known causes 
of fevers. Decaying fruit in the whole­
sale and retail markets, as well as de« 
oaying vegetables, should receive daily 
attention by the health department— 
Chicago Chronicle.

Emergency I.ancheons.
A luncheon was hastily evolved In 

a suburban home the other day out of 
what seemed an empty larder. A fev* 
cold boiled potatoes, with a pail of 
eggs, was all that the hostess found 
when she ran to the kitchen and tho 
ice box to see what there was for 
luncheon on the arrival of some un- 

! expected company, whereupon a dish 
J of scalloped eggs and potatoes was 
I suggested. Six eggs were boiled hard, 
J chilled quickly in ice water and sliced, 
some cream sauce prepared and the 

! potatoes sliced. These three were ar- 
' ranged in alternate layers in a shallow 
j baking dish, a covering of bread
• crumbs added and baked in a moderate 
i oven about ten minutes. Brown bread 
j was sliced thin, buttered and made into

roll sandwiches; cocoa, with whipped 
cream, served as a drink, and a dish of

' olives and radishes added as a relish.
; Fortunately, the dinner strawberries 

were in the house, and, with some 
tinned sweet biscuit, served for a

' desert.
An excellent luncheon dish unused 

by, if not unknown to, most families, 
is simply prepared by making desic-

* cated codfish into croquettes, instead 
of the ordinary fishcakes, and cooking 
them in a wire basket in deep fat. 
Serve with a garnish of sliced lemon 
nnd parsley, and offer with a bowl of 
tartare sauce. This will be found so 
novel and delightful ns to put it on the 
list of things for high days and festi­
vals.

One luncheon dish leads on to an­
other, for suggestions are always in 
order for the meal which is of the three 
most difficult to plan. This Is eggs a 
la Caracas. One-half of a pound of 
shaved dried beef is mixed with a cup 
of tomatoes, two tablespoonfuls of 

i grated cheese and one of butter, a little 
onion Juice, salt and pepper; last of 
nil, four eggs are well beaten together 
and stirred in, aud the whole Is turned 
Into the frying pan and quickly cooked 
until tho eggs are set like an omelette.
—New York Evening Post.

Nut Salad—Shell two dozen English 

walnuts and throw them into boiling 
water. When the skins slip from them 
easily remove the nuts from the water 
nnd skin them. Lay the blanched nuts 
when cold and crisp. In salad oil for 
half an hour, drain and leave them 
among the crisp lettuce leaves. Serve 
with mayonnaise dressing.

Bcarnals Fillets of Beef—Take fillets 
from between the first ribs of beef and 
grill carefully. When done, put a little 
bearnais sauce in the bottom of a hot 
dish, arrange the fillets on it, glaze 
with a little reduced gravy and garnish 
the centre with boiled butter beans 
tossed In butter. Serve the rest of tho 
bearnais sauce in a separate tureen.
’ A Delicious Sauce—A delicious sauce 
for meats, which may he kept through 
the winter, calls for a half cup­
ful of sugar to each pound of 
the fruit' nnd a spice bag con­
taining half an ounce each of mace, 
cloves and cinnamon. Take the stones 
from the plums and boil until they 
arc thick. Damsons are the best for 
the purpose.

Blanquette of Lamb-Cut cold cooked 
lamb in strips; make a sauce with 
three tablespoonfuls each of butter 
and flour stirred over the fire until 
smooth; add one cupful of stock nnd 
one cupful of milk; stir until boiling; 
add salt, pepper, a dash of nutmeg and 
one tablespoon of tomato catsup; heat 
the meat in this; turn out on a hot 
platter; serve around green pens or a 
potato border; sprinkle with minced 
parsley.

The standard’-Width of broken stone 
roadway. ns built by the Massachusetts 
commission, is -fifteen feet, and each 
side of this a width of three feet if 
shaped to the same cross section as the 
broken stone. . 'These side strips oi 
shoulders are Covered with gravel or 
much Traveled highways only: on all 
others the natural soil is used.

The rock used for the stone ronds hat 
come from quarries, banks, fields anc 
river beds. There is great variation Ic 
the quality of rock used. In the selec 
tion of road building rock traffic anc 
cost are carefully studied, and the cost 
-of maintenance, as well as construe 
tion. is taken into account. Tray rock 
is unquestionably the most economicn! 
material for the surface of roads ol 

fheavy traffic. All Massachusetts Statf

i roads are con|pac$ed by the use ol 
steanf rollers both during constrnctior 
and permanent repairs.

'Where the travel 1s light gravel road? 
have been constructed and good result; 
have* been obtained. On the sand} 
shores of Cape Cod. where it would 
have* been very expensive to haul bro­
ken stone, a good road was built wltfc 
sand, clay and some broken stone 
mixed, which under the conditions— 
very .‘light traffic and perfect drainage 
—haze proved very satisfactory. Large 
sums of money have been expended 
whece necessary for underdrains.

As‘n result of these good roads built 
by the State the cities and towns have 
generally taken up this question of bet 
ter roads, and have-made a great im­
provement jin their systems, as they 
were’quickjto' realize the value of good 
road*. *—■■« ■

A Farmer Han Something to Ray.

Waiting to the Tri-Weekly Tribune t 
Tamper in Albany County, New York, 
makes the following wise suggestions 
regard the proper location of road 
beds:

“For many years I was a farmer, oc­
cupying a farm lying on the Susque­
hanna River, and one of the most irk­
some, tedious duties of my calling was 
working out my highway tax, for this 
reason: There, right along what might 
have been almost a water level high- 
woyj the road went up one hill and 
dev/n another, up one pitch and down 
anclner. True, when the country was 
first settled at the close of the Revolu­
tion swamps and quagmires had to be 
avoided and the roads and paths had 
to go over knolls and hills, but now the 
country is so cleared up and drained, 
surely it is neither civilization nor pro­
gress to do it any longer. And I would 
suggest that before any moneys are 
expended for bettering or improving 
the present highway system a re-sur­
vey of them be made, following the 
present lines wherever there are reas 
onably level grades, and wherever such 
ilueq strike a hill or knoll go around it, 
re-entering the old road again when­
ever practicable. I know such chang­
ing of roals would werk hardship to 
many farmhouses, but the ‘greatest 
good to the greatest number,’ and that 
number is the public.

**I- am aware that great objection 
wdnld be made to such a course by 
many who would te left at a distance 
from the highway, but not a railroad 
would ever have bcch constructed if 
certain Individuals through whose 
farms such roads passed could have 
prevented them. lam also well awurc 
that In crossing the ridges from one 
stream to another such grades would 
be Jmjpictigpblo, but in many cases 
av.ch VoadS might be wcnderfully im­
proved by a little judicious re-survey- 
mg.

"We profess to be a civilized, pro­
gressive people, and, if anything is 
•done in a public or national way to im­
prove the highways why not do it thor­
oughly. so that it will not need doing 
-over again.”

STATE NEWS. THE RELIGIOUS LIFE the qreAT DESTROYER
Utica Iteaorvolr Given Way.

The Savage reservoir, one of live be­
longing to tlie Utica Water Works 
Company, and supplying water to 
Utica, burst it bounds and seat its mil- 
Hour of gallons of water on a mission 
of destruction through tlie eastern 
suburbs of the city. For several days 
past apprehension had been felt, for 
tlie reason that n considerable section 
of tho vescfivolr bank bad given way 
and the water that was pouring 
through the ragged hole was gradually 
growing in volume. The men on watch 
nt the crumbling bank, which was 
sixty feet high and filled to the brim 
with water, noticed the earth gradually 
giving away. Immediately warning of 
their peril was sent to all those living 
along tlie route it was expected tlie tor­
rent would take when it finally broko 
loose. At exactly 2.40 p. m. tlie reser­
voir broke, fifty feet of the embank­
ment giving way before the great wall 
of water. Immediately the small creek, 
which is used to carry the wnste water 
from the chain of reservoirs, was 
transformed into a torrent thirty feet 
deep and sixty feet wide. Houses la 
the way were hurled from their foun­
dations, barns were upset, trees up­
rooted and all sent tumbling down­
stream, a mass-of twisted and broken 
beams-and driftwood. Considerable 
five stock was caught in the torrent, 
aud many bridges, with their stone 
abutments, were swept aside like chips. 
At one time enormous damage to prop­
erty whs threatened. By 5 o’clock 
practically all danger was past and a 
Survey of the path of the Hood showed 
that damage estimated nt $125,000 had 
been done.. Twenty barns, three 
houses and several farm buildings 
were destroyed and the loss of live 
stock is considerable.

Victim of a Ball Gome.

1 Deputy Sheriff William Osborne, one 
of the bravest officers in the State, 
died at Lake Pleasant from injuries 
received in a Fourth of July ball game. 
He was proprietor of Osborne’s Inn. 
Two years ago he .captured Charles 
Wadsworth, a desperado connected 
with the "Windfall gang,” after a fight 
in the woods, in which Wadsworth put 
bullets through Osborne’s hat They 
fought each other from behind trees 
until Osborne put a bullet through 
Wadsworth’s arm, when he surren- 
dered. Wadsworth, when sent to Clin­
ton prison, where he is yet, threatened 
to kill the deputy as soon as he was out 
again. Osborne’s father was killed a 
few years ago at Fish House, and his 
murderer is now a convict at Clinton 
prison.

A strike of employes of the Hudson
Valley Electric Railway has been in 
progress for some time and the system 
has been completely tied up. The 
Sheriff of Warren County called out 
the State militia at Glens Fails to pro­
tect the power house of the railway 
company, situated between Glens Falls 
and Sandy Hill. Several encounters 
between strikers and militiamen and 
deputies occurred. President Yarter 
and Trustees Taylor and Carpenter, a 
majority of the Board of Trustees of 
Sandy Hill, have hold a special meet­
ing and annulled the franchise of the 
Hudson Valley Railway Company for 
having violated its provisions in not 
having run cars for more than two 
weeks.

Accused of Arson; Says lie’s Innocent. 

William Murphy, a saloon-keeper at
Newburg, was placed lu the county jail 
unable to secure bail on an Indictment 
for arson. The evidence was furnished 
by his brother, who is said by some to 
be insane. This brother alleges tlint 
he was engaged to burn the Academy 
of Music block.

The petition 
states that in the city of Ottawa intemper 
ancc among women and girl prisoners hat 
increased to the alarming extent of seven 
ty-fivc per cent., and that women in ninny 
cases of about I lie age of twenty have been 
incarcerated _ for drunkenness or for 
crimes committed while under the influ­
ence of drink. Imprisonment to check 
this evil has proved an utter failure, as 
there arc women in a brief life of forty 
years who have spent twenty years in jail.

POTATO BOOM ON LONG ISLAND; J
1OO Per Cent. Advance In a Week and 

Sunday Freight Trains NeceMory.

New Y’ork City.—The price of Long 
IslAnd potatoes has advanced 100 per 
cent, within a 'week, and the farmers 
are correspondingly happy. A week 
before potatoes were sellng for twenty- 
five cents a bushel.

The crop this year Is an unusually 
large one, and It Is said that the ad­
vance in price has been due to reports 
from up the State that potatoes are 
rotting in the ground there.

The Long Island Railroad has been 
swamped and has been twenty-four 
hours behind with Its freight business, 
largely through ithlpments of potatoes, 
even at the low prices of the previous 
week'. It has become necessary to run 
freight trains on Sunday, a most un­
usual occurrence.

General Trade Active.
Activity in general trade is disclosed

by reports from practically all parts of 
the country. In most lines of business 
there Is an urgent call for speedy de­
liveries on orders, which indicates an 
absence of surplus stock in. jobbers* 
hands and an unusually active distri­
bution.

numbered 205 lu the United States and 
twenty-two In Canada.

The grain has shrunken In 
the dryer districts and smut has In­
jured the crop almost everywhere.

AeeoeOIng to Panama Advices, TOaea 
Rn* Bonn So PrCaMon Bstwaaa 

Oar DHieJnclrete and - tlM 
Colombian Troop*.

Washington, Sept. 22.—Tbo navy de­
portment Is in receipt of the following 
cubl.-grum from Comiuaudcr Mellon 
of the cruiser Cincinnati, dated Colon;

“The United States guards and guar* 
antees traffic and the line of transit. 

■ 1 have permitted the exchange of Co­
lombian troops from Piinatna to Colon, 
about 1.000 uicn each way. the troops 
without anns, In train guarded by 
American naval force In the same man­
ner ns other passengers; arms and am­
munition In . separate iralii guarded 
also by naval- force in the same man­
ner ns other freight”

Press dispatches that have been re­
ceived from Panama convey the fol­
lowing information:

As far as can be learned In Panama 
there has been co friction- whatever 
between soldiers of the Colombian gov­
ernment and the American bluejackets 
who are guarding the rallrdad.llne.

The government ordered Its soldiers 
to place ol>stncles on the railroad track 
In order to aid In stopping the trains, 
which measure was taken to prevent 
the revolutionists from boarding trains 
and surprising the garrison at Panama 
or Colon, as they did In 1901. Com­
mander McT/Cun of the United States 
cruiser Cincinnati complulned of tilts 
measure to General Salazar, comm und­
er of the government forces on the 
Isthmus.

SUlarnr’s Reanonae.
To this complaint General Salazar 

replied that he would attend to the 
matter nnd ordered bis soldiers to 
ceuse plnclpg such obstacles. It seems 
these orders were misinterpreted * at 
Colon, where Commander McLean saw 
on obstacle placed on the railroad 
track. Two soldters who stopped a 
train to inspect It at Monkey Iltll. Just 
outside of Colon’ acted without supe­
rior orders and' arc reported to have 
been severely punished for so doing by 
General Feran.; - It was after this oc* 
currence that Commander McLean de­
clared the traffic over the isthmus to 
have beep, interrupted and decided, to 
place American guards on the trains.

Commander Mclxxin -sent coin mi ml - 
cations to the Colombian government 
and to the insurgent general Herrera 
In which Jie said In part:

“No nriped men except naval forces 
of the United States will be allowed on 
or to use the railroad line.*'

This declaration that the railroad 
could not be used for transportation of 
armed government troops has created 
resentment In conservative circles, 
where it Is considered ns an -attack 
upon Colombia’s sovereignty rights on 
the Isthmus. General Salazar declines 
to express uny opinion on the subject.

PRESIDENT OPERATED ON
tfs Was Suffering From an Abscess, 

Result ol Pittsfield Accident.

FHE WESTERN TRIP ABANDONED

rite Wound Made Surgical Treat me nt 
Nece*«nry— No Serious Result* Looked 
For—Operation Performed at St. Vin­
cent’s Hospital In Indianapolis—Serum 

Removed From the Shin.

Indianapolis, Ind.—President Roose­
velt underwent a surgical operation in 
St. Vincent’s Hospital In this city for 
nu abscess which resulted from an in­
jury he received in his recent accident 
In Pittsfield, Mass., and the continu­
ance of his tour through the North­
west has been abandoned.

The news came with thrilling sud­
denness. when the announcement first 
was made that insteod of proceeding 
upon his journey to Fort Wayne and 
Milwaukee, the Executive himself had 
determined to cancel all his dates, at 
once enter the liospltnl. and the opera­
tion over, return to Washington.

The operation took place at 3.45 
o’clock, and lasted only a short time. 
Then he was taken to a private room 
in the hospital to rest. After taking a 
light meal at 7.30 o’clock he was con­
veyed on a stretcher to his train, which 
had been backed up on a “Y” near the 
hospital, and at 7.50 o’clock the train 
left for Washington.

After this operation Secretary Cor­
telyou gave out this official statement:

‘‘At 3.15 p. in. the President went 
from the Columbia Club to St. Vin­
cent’s Hospital in his own carriage, 
and shortly after lie was in the hospi­
tal the operation required was per­
formed by Dr. George H. Oliver, of In­
dianapolis, in consultation with the 
President’s physician. Dr. George A. 
Lung, and Dr. George J. Cook, Dr. 
Henry .Tameson and Dr. J. J. Richard­
son. At the conclusion of the opera­
tion the physicians authorized the fol­
lowing statement:

“ ‘As a result of the traumatism 
(bruise) received in the trolley accident 
at Pittsfield. Mass., there was found to 
be a circumscribed collection of per­
fectly pure serum in the middle third 
of the left anterior tibial region, the 
sac containing about two ounces, which 
was removed.

“ ‘The indications are that the Presi­
dent should make speedy recovery. It 
is absolutely imperative, however, that 
he should remain quiet and refrain 
from using the leg. The trouble is uot 
serious, but temporarily disabling.’

“GEORGE B. CORTELYOU.”
President Roosevelt all along lias ap­

peared to be in his usnal health, and 
the first intimation that the members 
of his party had that he was suffering 
from any injury was when Secretary 
Cortelyou at the conclusion of the Co­
lumbia Club speech, which the Presi­
dent delivered before 15.000 people, 
gave out this official statement:

‘‘As a result of the trolley accident 
at Pittsfield, Mass., the President re­
ceived several serious bruises. One of 
these, on the left leg between the knee 
and ankle, has developed into a small 
abscess. The President is entirely 
well otherwise, and has continued to 
meet the several engagements of his 
itinerary, but,,in view ^gf the contin­
uance of the abscess and hut of an 
abundance of caution, Drs. Oliver and 
Cook, of Indianapolis, were requested 
to meet Dr. Lung, the President’s sur­
geon, at Indianapolis, Dr. Richardson, 
of Washington, D. C., being also one 
of the number.

"In the opinion of the doctors, the 
trouble necessitates an operation, 
which they think should be performed 
at once at St. Vincent's Hospital In this 
city. As, after the operation, the 
President will require entire rest, prob­
ably for at least ten days or two 
weeks, it has been necessary to cancel 
all the remaining engagements of his 
trip, and he will go directly from In­
dianapolis to Washington.

“The physicians say that the case Is 
not in any way serious and that there 
Is no danger whatever. This statement 
is made so that no false rumors may 
disturb the people and that they may 
he authoritatively advised of the exact 
nature of the case.

“GEORGE B. CORTELYOU.”
Secretarj* of War Root, who hastened 

to Buffalo when President McKinley 
was shot last year and was almost con­
stantly with him in his last days at the 
Milburn home, was present in the oper­
ating room when Dr. Oliver performed 
the operation upon' President Roose­
velt.

The operation was simple. No knife 
was used. Dr. Oliver handled a needle 
syringe known ns an aspirator and 
made a puncture on the bruise, pierc­
ing the cyst. Sister Stella, the Sister 
Superior of the hospital, was lu the 
room, and three nurses In the regula­
tion garb. Dr. Lung. Dr. Richardson, 
Dr. Cook and J)r. Henry Jamesori as­
sisted at the operation. Secretary Root, 
Secretary Cortelyou and Secretary 
Loeb were the only others in the'room.

The statement authorized by the phy­
sicians after the operation told of Its 
complete success.. The first public an- 
nouucement made at the hospital was 
by Colonel Harrison, who came out on 
the steps and announced at 4.30 that 
the President had just been carried to 
a private room to rest, and that the 
operation was successful. Colonel Har­
rison sold the President was joking 
and laughiug with his atteudants as he 
was being carried to his room.

The bruise on the President’s left 
shinbone was one of a dozen which lie 
received when he was thrown out of

the carriage In the trolley collision nt 
Pittsfield. All the others healed up 
aud passed away gradually.. This one 
was carefully examined nt {ho time, 
aud it was believed to be noth In g more 
serious than a bruise, tor which the 
only treatment required was the ap­
plication of lluiment.

The pain only developed nt Detroit. 
At Indianapolis It was severe. The 
bruise was ldnck aud blue and large ns 
a man’s hand. No real abscess was 
found, the physicians say. It was 
pure serum, two ounces of which was 
removed from the leg. In another 
twenty-four hours this serum would 
have become pus nud an abscess would 
have formed. This might have spread 
and blood-poisoning ensued.

When thp President was on the oper­
ating table his bruise was sprayed with 
ether to deaden the pain. The Presi­
dent felt the pain of the puncture, not­
withstanding the ether, but he made no 
complaint.

The President’^ leg was pa luted with 
iodine after the operation and washed 
a half dozen times with carbolic solu­
tions. Then the leg was hound with 
tight bandages so as to keep it rigid.

PRESIDENT RESTS EASILY.

Regrets That He Was Compelled to Aban­
don His Western Trip.

Richmond, Ind. — President Roose­
velt’s train arrived here at 9.45 p. m. 
The President was resting easily and 
tin- wound on his leg shows no imme­
diate effects of the short trip from the 
hospital to the train nt Indianapolis.

On the contrary, the President suf­
fered less pain that he has for several 
days. He spent the time during the 
run here In reading. He was cheerful 
and lying In bed with bis leg propped 
up ou a pillow.

The President regrets exceedingly 
that lie has been compelled to aban­
don his trip. He has received a large 
number of telegrams of condolence.

Mrs. Roosevelt Notified.
Oyster Bay. L. I.—The first news of 

the indisposition of President Roose­
velt bulletined here came as a rumor 
from New York City. Shortly after­
ward the President’s office in the bank 
building received the statement of Sec­
retary Cortelyou by wire, and at the 
same time a telegram was received for 
Mrs. Roosevelt. She was absent from 
home at the time, and did not return 
until almost dark. The message as­
sured her there was nothing alarming 
about the operation. Mrs. Roosevelt 
was later kept informed as to her hus­
band’s condition. She then decided to 
go to Washington on the following day. 
so that she could be with her hushaud 
during his indisposition.

Sympathy In London.
London. — The London newspapers

publish long and detailed reports 
of the operation on President Roose­
velt They express considerable sur­
prise at the unexpectedness of the 
operation, as well as sympathy for the 
President, although it is believed to be 
a trifling matter, and Secretary Cortel- 
you’s reassuring statement is readily 
accepted.

Regret In Nebraska.
Lincoln. Neb.—Nebraska Republicans

express much regret nt the inability of 
the President to complete his Western 
trip. It is regarded as a serious de­
rangement to campaign plans in this 
State.
TRUE TO HER DEAD SWEETHEART.
Marriage Was Prevented by Relatives, 

Rut Couple Were Devoted.

New York City.—The death of Eliza 
Ann Partridge, which occurred a few 
days ago, euded a romance dating hack 
half a century. Miss Partridge was 
born in Pomfret. Conn., in 1814. When 
about sixteen years old she came to 
tills city and soon fell in love with 
Henry Hall Ward. Both families ob­
jected to a marriage on account of the 
consanguinity, and it did not take 
place. Both persisted in maintaining 
the engagement, and lived almost as 
much for each other as though they 
had beeu wedded up to the time of 
Ward’s death in 1872.

Ward died of consumption at Sara­
toga. and Miss Partridge was with him 
at the end. His house contained valu­
able paintings. This house, together 
with two others, lie left by the will as 
a life trust to Miss Partridge.

Miss Partridge always regarded the 
house as a sacred place. She never 
lived In it herself, but hired enretakers 
to keep everything as it had been left. 
She visited the house daily for twenty 
years and more, and refused admission 
to all other persons.

With the death of Miss Partridge the 
three houses revert to the estate of 
Ward.
KILLS FATHER TO PROTECT MOTHER
Young Man Then Putt on Ills Best Clothes 

and Walts For Police.

Woonsocket, R. I. — To protect his 
mother from violent treatment at the 
hands of her husband, and also be­
cause he thought his own life was In 
danger. William C. Bonin, twenty 
years old. shot and killed his father. 
John B. Bonin. The tragedy occurred 
at the factory boarding house, of which 
his father was proprietor, at Slaters- 
vllle, North Smithfield. Five small 
children of the family witnessed it.

After the shooting young Bonin w.ent 
to his room, put on his best clothes and 
waited until the officer who had been 
called by his mother, catne for him.

President’s Declaration in a Speech 

on Trusts at Cincinnati

WANTS CONSTITUTION CHANGED

President Roosevelt Believe* That In 

Carbine the Trust Evil Much Can Re 
Done Even Without a Constitutional 
Amendment—Think* Supervision Must 
Come Through Wisely Framed Laws.

Cincinnati, Ohio. — President Roose­
velt in a speech before a vast audience 
that filled the great Music Hall to the 
doors, while hundreds stood outside, 
reiterated his advocacy of Governmen­
tal control of trusts, and condemned 
the proposal to revise the tariff as a 
remedy for trust evils.

The President in openlpg took up the 
matter of trusts Immediately, and fot 
a time followed the lines of his recent 
speech nt Wheeling, W. Va.

The trusts, he said, had produced 
both good nud evil. They were Inevit­
able, and the country could not get rid 
of them. Continuing the President 
8a id:

“The evils attendant upon capitaliza­
tion alone are, in my judgment, suffi­
cient to warrant a far closer super­
vision and control than now exists 
over the great corporations.

“Wherever a substantial monopoly 
can be shown to exist we should cer- 
taintly try our utmost to devise an ex- 
pedlent by lyhicb It can be controlled.

“It would be neither just nor expedi­
ent to punish the big corporations as 
big corporations. What we wish to do 
is to protect the people from any evil 
that may grow out of their existence 
or maladministration. Some of these 
corporations do well and others do ill.

“If In any case the tariff is found to 
foster a monopoly which docs ill, why, 
of course, no protectionist would ob­
ject to a modification of the tariff suffi­
cient to remedy the evil.

“Furthermore, the products of many 
trusts are unprotected, and would he 
antirely unaffected by any change in 
the tariff, or at most very slightly so.

“The Standard Oil Company offers a 
case In point, and the corporations 
which control the anthracite coal out­
put offer another, for there is no duty 
whatever ou anthracite coal.

“Without regard to the wisdom of 
any one of these three positions, it 
remains true that the real evils con­
nected with the trusts cannot be reme­
died by any change in the tariff laws. 
The immediate introduction of substan­
tial free trade in all articles manufac­
tured by trusts—that is, by the largest 
and most successful corporations— 
would not affect some of the most pow­
erful of our business combinations in 
the least, save by the damage done 
to the-general business welfare of the 
country.

“The necessary supervision and con­
trol in which I firmly Relieve is the 
only method of eliminating the real 
evils of tbe trusts must come through 
wisely and cautiously framed legisla­
tion, which shall aim. In the first place, 
to give definite control to some sover­
eign over the great corporations, and 
which shall be followed, when once 
this power has been conferred, by a 
system giving to the Government the 
full knowledge which is essential for 
satisfactory action.”

The celebration over President Roose­
velt’s visit came near being marred by 
a panic and great loss of life.

After the President had been speak­
ing to 8000 persons about fifteen min­
utes there was a greht commotion in 
Mechanical Hall, adjacent to Music 
Hall on the north. The sparks from 
nu electric wire had set a curtain on 
fire and the Fire Department had beeu 
called to the scene.

The police and attendants soon put 
out the fire, but they had much trouble 
In controlling the alarmed crowd. Only 
with difficulty did Captain J. B. Fora­
ker. son of the Senator, prevent the 
Fire Department from rushing into the 
building. Happily one of the bands 
struck up, and those wlso left the audi­
torium were supposed to he going out 
to stop the music. The auditorium was 
so crowded that a cry of fire or any 
panic would have caused a terrible ca­
tastrophe.

The President at Detroit.
Detroit, Mich.—For the second time. 

In its history the City of the Straits 
has entertained the Chief Executive of 
the Nation. President Theodore Roose­
velt arrived In the city over the Mich­
igan Central Railroad. lie found De­
troit expectantly awaiting his arrival 
In gala attire.

It was a restfnl day for the Presi­
dent. At 10.30 o’clock he attended ser­
vices In the Fort Street Presbyterian 
Church, driving frofra there to General 
It. A. Alger's residence, where he was 
entertained at luncheon. He returned 
to the Cadillac shortly after 8 o’clock, 
only to depart again in a short time for 
a drive about the city. He called at 
St. Mary's Hospital, In St. Antoine 
street, where Thomas K. Doherty, a 
local veteran of the Spanish War, is 
dying from consumption.

Doherty had expressed a wish to scci 
the President. nnil-General Alger heard 
of 1t. Accordingly, at luncheon. Presi­
dent Roosevelt was asked If he would 
call on Doherty In the hospital. The 
President answered that he would be 
delighted to do so. Doherty is unable 
to sit up. and the President remained 
at his bedside for several minutes chat­
ting with him and expressing words of 
cheer and hope.

In the evening the President dined 
In the Flemish room of the Cadillac 
with a party of friends.

Negro Lyncher* Guilty.
Three of the negroes who were re­

cently arrested In Cadile Parish. La., 
for lynching *a ’negro horse thief were 
put on trial at Shreveport and found 
guilty of murder without capital pun­
ishment, which means imprisonment 
for life.

Earthquake Shock* In Australia. 
Many northern towns of South Aus­

tralia have experienced earthquake 
shocks. A severe shock at Adelaide 
caused a panic. Churches aud build­
ings were damaged considerably.

MARINES GUARD ISTHMUS

Colombian Rebels Warned That Thoy 
Must Not Interfere With Traffic.

Flgliilng Will Not Be Allowed Alone the 
Railroad Llnc-~Action of Captalu 

SleLcau nt Panama.

Colon, Colombia.—Captain McLean 
of the United States cruiser Ciucinnatl 
sent a dispatch to Matacliin on a spe­
cial train for transmission to General 
Herrera, Informing the rebel General 
that the United States Navy had taken 
the direction of the Panama Railway 
from sea to sea. and that It would not 
permit any lighting along the line.

Captain McLean also notified the 
Colombian Government that a special 
train would be put at its disposal for 
the movement of troops. Following 
this announcement a special armored 
train left here for Panama. It was 
headed by an American guard and con­
veyed 750 Colombian soldiers.

Captain McLean landed 100 blueack- 
ets from his ship, ns trouble was ex­
pected. The bluejackets remained 
ashore for one hour and then returned 
to the warship.

The marines expected on the Panther 
will be stationed on the section of Cor- 
gona, a village on the Isthmus, twenty 
miles northwest of Panama.

A British warship has just arrived.
The merchants of Bocas del Toro 

have sent a petition to the Consuls ask­
ing them to send troops for their pro­
tection. There are 2500 Colombian 
troops In Colon.

Panama, Colombia.—Captain Mc­
Lean, of the United States cruiser Cin­
cinnati, while here on a short visit, 
said he has ample authority to act as 
he thinks best, and intends to use his 
authority whenever necessary. The 
American commander will not permit 
any interruption of railroad traffic, 
such as the placing of obstructions on 
the track. His relations with the Gov­
ernment officials up to the present time 
have been most cordial.

NEGROES KILLED IN A PANIC.
rraglc Close of a National Baptist Con­

vention at Birmingham, Ala.

Birmingham, Ala.—In an awful crush 
of humanity caused by a stampede in 
the Shiloh Negro Baptist Church, at 
the corner of Avenue G and Eighteenth 
street, seventy-eight persons were 
killed and as many more seriously in­
jured.

The disaster occurred just as Booker 
T. Washington had concluded Ills ad­
dress to the National Convention of Ne­
gro Baptists, and for three hours the 
scenes around the church were almost 
indescribable. Dead bodies were 
strewn in every direction, and the am­
bulance service of the city was utterly 
unable to move them until long after 
midnight. , •

Shiloh Church is the largest place of 
worship for negroes in Birmingham, 
and at least 2000 persons were inside 
when the stampede began. Instruc­
tions had been issued to allow no one 
to enter after the building had been 
filled, but the negroes forced their way 
inside and were standing in every aisle 
when tbe cry of “Fight!” “Fight!” was 
mistaken for “Fire,” and a deadly 
scramble began to get out. The en­
trance to the church was literally 
packed, and the negroes were trampled 
to death in their struggle to escape.

Most of the dead are women, and the 
physicians say in many cases they 
fainted and died from suffocation. A 
remarkable feature of the calamity is 
that little or no blood was seen on any 
of the victims. They were either 
crushed or were suffocated to death.

BROKE JAIL TO SEE HIS MOTHER.
Convicted Mnrderer Goon Home and Than 

Gives Himself Up.

Hinton. W. Va.—Edward H. Will­
iams, ■who had been convicted of mur­
der and was awaiting removal to the 
penitentiary to serve his sentence, 

•broke out of Jail, and after successfully 
working his way through the mount­
ains to his old home at Princeton and 
bidding a pathetic farewell to his sick 
and aged mother, returned and gave 
himself up. lie heard that his mother 
was 111. and fearing that he might 
never see her again If he was taken to 
the penitentiary, he ran the risk of an 
additional sentence to see her again.

The Incident will form the basis of a 
petition for his pardon. The exploit 
has created much sympathy for him. 
He has been sentenced to twenty years’ 
imprisonment for killing a companion, 
in a quarrel.

Belgian Queen Dio* Suddenly. 
Marie Henriette. Queen of the Bel­

gians, died suddenly nt Spa, Belgium. 
Neither her husband, members of her 
family nor Her Majesty’s doctors were 
present at the time of her death. She 
was seated at a table eating a light 
dinner when she was seized with an 
attack of syncope. Two members of 
her suite were with the Queen dur­
ing her last moments. King 
I<eopold. upon being informed of 
tbe Queen’s death, left Bnguercs-de- 
Luclion. France, for Spa. Queen Ma­
rie Henriette was a daughter of the 
late Archduke Joseph of Austria. She 
was horn on August 23. 1836. aud was 
married on August 22. 1833. to Prince 
Leopold of Belgium, son of King Leo­
pold I., who ascended the throne at the 
•tenth of his father as Leopold II. on 
December 10, 1865. The dead Queen 
was noted for her piety and dharity. 
She had been ill for about three years 
of a malady of the heart, and of recent 
months her condition had been so se­
rious that little hope of her recovery 
was entertained.

Derby. Conn. — Several hours after 
William Hooper Young, the accused 
murderer of Mrs. Joseph Pulitzer, had 
admitted his identity, a copy of the 
cablegram sent by his father, John W. 
Young, from Paris, advising him to 
surrender, and declaring that his fam 
ily would stand by him, was shown to 
Young. He read the message, and for 
the first time gave evidence of strong 
emotion. Tears rolled down his cheeks 
and he turned to the wall of his cell 
while he made a strong effort to re­
press his sobs. He refused to speak of 
the message afterward.

New York City.—Admitting a guilty 
knowledge of the murder of Mrs. Anna 
Pulitzer, but shifting the actual' com­
mission of the crime on another man, 
William Hooper Young, grandson of 
the great disciple of Mormonism, con­
sented to return to New York City- 
without the formality of a requisition. 
He was captured in Derby, Conn., mid 
denied his identity for twenty-four 
hours. Confronted with men who 
knew him well, and could not be mis­
taken, he broke down.

Then be made the startling statement 
that be bad an accomplice who had 
drugged and killed the woman, and 
that be (Young) bnd packed her body 
in the trunk. No such man as be 
named is known, and the name is not 
in the directory.

That Young did not have any other 
companion than the woman when he 
went to his father’s apartments, where 
the crime was committed, is shown by 
n cabman who drove them to the cor­
ner of Fifty-eighth street and Sixth 
avenue on the fatal night. He says 
there were hut two persons in the cob,
• lie man he supposes was Young and a 
woman who had two maniln bags— 
probably the buns and cakes which 
Mrs. Pulitzer left her house to buy. 
The. cabman says they stopped at a 
drug store before going to the house.

Young blundered from the tnoment 
be lured Mrs. Anna Pulitzer into the 
apartments of bis father in West Fifty- 
eighth street. If he killed the woman, 
alone or with the help of another, he 
blundered in hiring a horse and a 
wagon from a livery man to whom he 
gave references by which he could be 
traced; he blundered in casting the 
weighted body of his victim into a 
canal "cut,” where it would he exposed 
at every ebb tide; be 'blundered in us­
ing the blood stained trunk in which 
the body was carried as the receptacle 
for his own clothing, and for the cloth­
ing of the woman, and for the dirk 
with which she was- killed, and then 
sending It to a Western city so openly 
that Its discovery was inevitable. 
There was a bare chance that the very 
audacity of these acts might have 
given longer liberty to the fugitive, 
hut Young made the error which was 
the capsheaf of all the ethers.

When Young disguised himself by 
shaving off his mustache and putting 
on a pair of mechanics’ overalls, he be­
lieved himself safe for the time being 
nt least. When he was arrested on sus­
picion he gave the name of “Bert” Ed­
wards. This was not fictitious, but the 
nctual name of a man known to Young, 
with whom he had quarreled in tjie 
West, and the history of which had 
been published broadcast. This gave 
the first suggestion that if the prisoner 
was really Edwards he would know 
something about Young. Then when 
the police came to search Young they 
found in one of his pockets a quantity 
of cayenne pepper.

When the trunk from Chicago with 
Its ghastly contents was examined by 
Captain Titus he found in one corner 
a little paper bag of pepper. It was 
reasoned that if the prisoner in Derby 
was Bert Edwards, it was strange that 
besides having been connected with 
Yyung he should he carrying in his 
pocket material like that found in the 
trunk. Identification after that was 
easy. It was almost certain nt 121 
o'clock, but nt 0 o’clock It was settled , 
beyond-doubt, and at 7 Young con­
fessed.

The crime has been positively fixed 
upon Youug by papers found in* the 
trunk he sent to Chicago. Robbery, 
the police say, was the motive which 
prompted Young to commit the murder. 
On Tuesday he was In sore straits for 
money. According to the police he 
had come to the end of his rope. He 
would not work and had no way of 
getting money except by hogging or 
robbery. He chose the latter method, 
say the police, and marked Mrs. Pulit­
zer as his victim when he saw her with 
Hashing diamonds In Mock’s restaurant 
on Tuesday.

The most important link in the chain 
of evidence connecting Young with the 
murder was supplied when a dispatch 
was received from Chicago stating that 
the police had opened the trunk 
shipped by Young nnd had found In it 
tlie dead woman's clothing nnd n mem­
orandum hook containing the name of 
William Hooper Young. When the 
trunk reached this city It was opened 
by the police and found to contain a 
pnper hag, containing calces; a set of 
false teeth, upper, with one tooth bro­
ken off, ns from a blow; two opera 
lints, two switches of blonde hall*.

three shell hairpins, a pair of blood, 
men's gloves, which the police think 
were used in hnndling the body; a 
woman’s black belt, a copy of a New 
York evening pnper. which was cov­
ered wth blood stains: some twine and 
rope used to tie the body; a pair of 
corsets, a pair of side garters, a black 
silk skirt and some underwear, a pair 
of trousers, damp, as if recently 
washed; a shirt, covered with blood; a 
man’s coat, also wet as if washed; a 
package of red pepper, a womau's vel­
vet waist, with polka dots, the inside 
smeared with blood: an eight-inch Chi­
nese dirk, two pairs of men's shoes 
and one pair of women's shoes, the 
missing bedclothing, a suit of men’s 
clothes, a gray flannel negligee shirt, 
with collar attached; a pocketbook con­
taining papers, the nature of which 
the police decline to reveal, and a piece 
of wrapping pajier.

The police, under Captain Schmitt 
berger. made a thorough search of the 
apartments of Young’s father, on West 
Fifty-eighth street, where the murder 
was committed, and discovered new 
stains nnd other evidence tlint Mrs. 
Pulitzer was first drugged and then 
killed. Young’s flat is on the west 
side of the hall, on the first floor from 
the street. It has three entrances, one 
door opening Into the parlor. This 
door the janitor forced. A gas jet was 
still burning. Everything in the room 
was in disorder, as though one had 
ransacked the rooms, getting together 
a few belongings for a hasty depart­
ure.

There were no evidences of crime in 
the parlor, and after a cursory glance 
around the detectives went through 
the library, the bathroom, the, kitchen 
and into the bedrooms. In the rear 
room they found blood stains on the 
walls, on the bed clothing and in the 
sink.

Mrs. Pulitzer was undoubtedly mur 
dered in this room. Her assailant con­
tinued his series of blunders, for he 
had not even made an effort to remove 
the incriminating traces. In the rear 
parlor Mrs. Pulitzer’s stockings were 
found, but a thorough search failed to 
reveal any other article of her clothing.

The bedroom where Mrs. Pulitzer 
met death coutains in the way of fur­
niture only a narrow folding bed, a 
chest of drawers, a round table and a 
chair. The bed was open, and on the 
upper end of the sheet were a number 
of blood stains in the form of a rude 
circle about ns large as the space a 
woman’s head would occupy. Built in 
the wall of the room is a large cup­
board, and on the walls of this more 
blood stains were found.

The inside of the door^ bore, several 
large stains. .A slouch hat correspond­
ing to the one worn by Young when he 
hired the team was on a table, and in 
one corner of the cupboard was a bot­
tle of chloral or “knockout drops.” 
This led some of the police to believe 
that the woman was first drugged and 
then the knife wound and blows on the 
head administered.

Lawyer William S. Hart, who has 
been retained as counsel for Young, 
said that he bad received the following 
cablegram from Young’s father:

"Paris.—Please give this to the news­
papers and request publication: To 
William Hooper Young—I hear you are 
suspected of a heinous crime and be­
ing sought for. I advise you to sur­
render to the officers of the law. fac­
ing the charge like a man. I have en­
gaged counsel for your defense. No 
one knowing you can believe you 
guilty. You owe it to yourself, your 
family and the religion you forsook to 
prove your innocence. If you take this 
course we will stand by you.

“JOHN W. YOUNG.”

Son ef a Wealthy Mormon.

Salt Lake, Utah.—William Hooper
Young, the alleged murderer of Mrs. 
Pulitzer in New York City, is the son 
of John W. Young, a sen of the late 
Brigham Young. John W. Young is 
a well known wealthy railroad con­
tractor. At the time of Brigham 
Young's death, in 1877, he was one of 
the former’s councillors. He was tried 
under the Edmunds law, charged with 
polygamy, hut was acquitted on a tech­
nicality. Friends nnd relatives of 
William Hooper Young say that the 
young man had always been considered 
weak minded, nnd on several occasions 
had shown signs of dementia. Lately, 
it is stated, lie. had been addicted to 
the uso of'morphine. Youug left Salt 
Lake City about 1893, but has been 
back several times.

PREACHER’S DRAMATIC FAREWELL
Quits Cloth nnd Church After Accusing 
Wife of‘'Nagging” Him Into III Health.

Keokuk, Iowa.—The case of the Rev. 
P. J. Henness before the Iowa Confer­
ence of the Methodist Episcopal 
Church came dramatically to an ehd. 
After the trial committee had been in 
session far Into the night Mr. Henuess 
took the stand.

He said It wan evident he was not 
to have a fair trial, nnd handed the 
parchments of his ordination to the 
committee, following with his resigna­
tion from momhe&hipjin the church, nsj 
well ns from ifte hiluistry. Turning to 
his wife, who was present, the self-un­
frocked minister exclaimed:

PEW HIKES li IO HARK
He Advances Nearer to the North 

Pole Than Ever Before.

THINKS GOAL CAN BE REACHED

The Moat Northerly Point Touched Wna 
84 Degrees, 17 Minutes—It May Be 
the Explorer’s Last Trip—Brings Home 
Numerous Odd Things—Promoted to 
the Rank ef Commander—Health Good

Sydney, Cape Breton. — After being 
forced to turn back from a point fifty 
miles nearer the Pole than ever before 
reached by an American explorer. 
Lieutenant Robert E. Peary arrived, 
here on the Arctic Club steamer Wind­
ward.

The most northern spot Lieutenant 
Peary reached was eighty-four degrees, 
seventeen minutes, or within 343 miles 
of the Pole. Two foreign explorers 
have advanced further than this. Nan­
sen reaching latitude 8C.14 and the 
Abruzzi expedition. 86.33. On Peary’s 
previous journey he reached latitude 
83.27.

The Lieutenant was well, though his 
Eskimos had suffered severely and 
many died from a native epidemic. 
Mrs. Peary and her daughter, who had 
gone to meet him on the Windward, 
were well, though Mrs. Peary had been 
ill.

Dr. Diedrick also was with the party, 
having rejoined it at Etah after his 
quarrel with Peary. The two men did 
not speak to each other on the trip, 
and Dr. Diedrick said their differences 
had not been settled.

The Windward has discharged one 
of the most interesting cargoes that 
has ever been landed at this port. Es­
kimo caeocs, sledges and Implements 
of all kinds, a musk-ox, a walrus, ten 
of the dogs which dragged Peary’s 
sledges over many a weary mile of lee, 
and a hundred other curios, large and 
small, have been loaded on freight cars.

Peary, who received the news of his 
promotion from the rank of Lieutenant 
to that of Commander upon landing, 
was kept busy most of the day receiv­
ing and answering telegrams and 
granting interviews to newspaper men.

Lieutenant Peary says that while he 
did not discover the North Pole on his 
trip of four years, he feels certain that 
the Pole can he reached, and further­
more, that If he were a man of inde­
pendent means he would persevere un­
til he succeeded. He says the Pole can 
be reached from Frauz Josef Land nnd 
from Grant Land, in latitude eighty- 
three degrees, if the winter quarters 
are established as far north as possi­
ble. He says that he would just as 
soon winter at Cape Hecla as at Sabine 
or Etab.

There is nothing whatever, the ex­
plorer says. In the old popular notion 
of an open polar sea, nor is there any 
foundation for the claim that the pole 
Is surrounded by an immovable sea of 
Ice. The water of the polar region is 
covered with shifting masses of ice.

The citizens of Sydney gave a public 
ree?ptoin for Lieutenont Peary in Alex­
andra Hall. Mayor Crow presided and 
presented to Peary an eloquent ad­
dress commendatory of his work, to 
which the explorer made a brief but ef­
fective response.

Lieutenant Peary’s report to the 
Peary Arctic Club of the operations of 
the expedition since August 9, 1901, 
has been made public. It is signed by 
himself and addressed to Secretary H. 
L. Bridgman, of the Peary Arctic Club.

Lieutenant Peary has received an in­
vitation from the Scottish Geographi­
cal Society to visit Edinburgh and re­
ceive a gold medal. Its highest honor. 
He has also been elected an honorary 
Fellow of the National Geographic So­
ciety. whose headquarters are in Wash­
ington, D. C.
Brigham \onng'i Grandson a Murderer.

The body of a murdered young wom­
an, afterward identified as Mrs. Joseph 
Pulitzer, the wife of a tailor in New 
York City, was found In the Morris 
Canal between Jersey City and New­
ark, N. J. The body was mutilated 
and a twenty-pound weight was tied 
around the waist. The murderer evi­
dently was ignorant of the changes of 
tide in the canal, ns the body was 
thrown In at high water and was left 
exposed when the water ran out. The 
woman’s husband, who had reported 
his wife os missing to the New York 
police, identified the body. A search 
for clues began, and Captain Titus, 
Chief of the New York Detective Bu­
reau, announced later that Mrs. Pulit­
zer was murdered by William Hooper 
Young, a grandson of the famous Mor­
mon leader. . The murder. It was 
stated, was committed In the apart­
ment of .Young's father in New York 
City. Young,* it was believed, had Ued 
to Chicago, but It was thought that his 
arrest was imminent; ••

DEFENDS PHILIPPINE ARMY. TELLTALE CLEWS IN TRUNK

Declnrcn That He Him No Apology to 
Make For the War Aanluat 

Spain and Affoluut the 
!•' ilipluua.

Detroit, Sept. 22.—In his address to 
the Spanish war veterans, who are 
holding their*third annual reunion here, 
President Roosevelt spoke of t^ie late 
war and said tlmt the only complaint 
heard was that there was not enough 
war to go around. The spirit that 
drove the men ou In this war was the 
same spirit that made the memorable 
uieetiug of Lee and Graut at Appomat­
tox possible.

One of the first lessons all had to 
learn was that there was an enormous 
amount of hard work that preceded 
any chance for heroism. The amount 
of hard work a man did had a great 
deal to do with his attaining heroism. 
If a man has not the stuff to endure 
hardship on the march, the president 
said, he has not the stuff in him to at­
tain heroism.

The president said the spirit he want­
ed to see in a 'titan was that spirit 
which makes him do his duty, great or 
small. He liked particularly the ways 
in which our young men went into the 
ranks to do their duty ns they saw it. 
He thought it a good thing that men 
of different callings should be associ­
ated together to learn the lesson of 
equality and brotherhood umong Amer­
icans.

Plen Fop Stoic Militia.
The president told of the needs of 

the state militia for better weapons 
and suid he hoped in the future to see 
them armed with up to date guns. In 
conclusion the president said:

“And so it Is now. Our people went 
forth in the Spanish war, went forth 
to free Cuba, to give Porto Rico a hap­
piness it has never had and to bring 
the light of civilization Into the dark 
places hi the Philippines. We are 
proud of the men who did that work/ 
We intend that their work shall be 
doue beneficently and for a good pur­
pose. Through the advice and the 
help of the civil and religious teachers 
of civilization among our people and 
in the islands we are going to get the 
best results for the people of the is­
lands and of what has been done.

"We are going to make them more 
prosperous than they have ever dream­
ed of being during their recorded his­
tory. and now we guarantee to each 
man his life, his liberty and his pur­
suit of happiness ns he never could 
have had It if he had been under the 
domination of a cruel oligarchy work­
ing through the society of Katipunan.

TIm? Arm,- In the Philippine.
“I don’t make any apology for our 

soldiers on the score of good citizen­
ship and don't make any apologies for 
the Spanish war or the war in the 
Philippines. There have been occa­
sional deeds of wrong committed. 
There were 70,000 men there, and 
some of them did not behave aft they 
ought. Have we all always been im­
maculate at home? If a man does 
wrong, punish him, of course, but don’t 
make the mistake of fixing the eye on 
the unimportant and losing sight of 
the great blaze.

"We have no apologies to make for 
what the country has done in the past 
four years. We are proud of it. We 
are proud of the great work for hu­
manity and civilization that has been 
done alike in the islands of thp tropic 
east and la the Islands of the tropic 
west. We are proud of what our 
troops have done. We are proud of 
what our civil1 authorities are doing 
over there In the Philippines, and we 
are proud of you. my comrades, who 
did your duty when the country called 
you to arms, who imitated those who 
from 1801 to 1803 did their duty and 
who now are Imitating the men who 
disbanded in 1805 by coming back into 
civil life witli the firm resolve to do 
their duty ns citizens Just ns faithfully 
as ever they did it as soldiers. I thank 
you." '

After the convention adjourned the 
president and party drove to the steam­
er Toshmoo, which was boarded for a 
ride on the river. In addition to the 
presidential party there were several 
hundred delegates to the reunion 
aboard the steamer. The Tushmoo re­
turned with the party Just In time ror 
the president to review the. bigsporado 
of veterans and local military.

Fnnr Dead In Mine Dlnantcr. 
Fairmont. W. Va.. Sept. 22.—By An

explosion of gas in the Stafford mines 
of the New Central Coal company, near 
here, four men were killed, six badly 
wounded and several others were hurt.

Detectives Find Blood Stained Gar­
ments anti Other Property of the 

Murdcrctrz Woman — Slayer’s

New York. Sept. 22.—According to a 
dispatch from Derby, Conn., n man nr- 
rested there has been positively identi­
fied as William Hooper Young, the al­
leged murderer of Mrs. Anna Pulitser 
in New York, whoso body was found 
lust week in the Morris canal. In New 
Jersey. The identification wits made 
by Gustave A. ‘Ernest of Brooklyn, 
who knows Young.

The trunk that was sent to Chicago 
oy Youug arrived in Jersey City early

In the day and was taken to police 
headquarters at once by Detectives 
Duggan and Kinsella of Captain Ti­
tus’ staff. It was opened in the pres- 

j ence of the captain and Assistunt Dis­
trict Attorney Gnrvun. The trunk, 
which is not large, was jammed tight­
ly -with every imaginable article of 

j male and female dress, torn and blood 
(clotted, and seemed, according to the 
( detectives and Mr. Garvan, to furnish 
, every • possible evidence to connect 
i Hooper Young further with the mur­
der.

The trunk is an original leather, 
wood nnd steel frame affair. One of 
the first tilings it yielded was the 
knife which evidently ended Mrs. 
Pulitzer’s life. It was a dirk, about 

( one foot long, with a white imitation 
ivory handle, covered with imitation 
Japanese carving. Both the handle and
blade were blood stained.

Next the police unearthed In the 
trunk what they had supposed were 
still in this city, the clothes from the 
bed on which Mrs. Pulitzer fell or was 
placed after she was struck down In 
the Clarence apartment house.

Another Important Find.
Another important find wus the 

cakes which Mrs. Pulitzer left her 
I rooms on Tuesday night to buy. A 
(number of.-them, probably all she bad 
j purchased, were still crumpled in the 
I paper hag that they had been put into 
at the bakery. They were what are 
known as "drop cakes” -'and sell six 
for 5 cents.

The variety of the clothing- In the 
trunk was almost indescribable. Every 
conceivable article of female attire was 

i found there. Two crush opera hats 
were in the trunk, together with a 
number of boots, shoes nnd slippers 
and n pair of men's trousers, which 
were still well water soaked, showing 
that the murderer had tried to wash 
away signs of his deed from them, for 
they were yet blood stained. The 
trunk gave up, in finale, the woman's 
false tqeth.

District Attorney Gnrvan, after look­
ing over the contents of the blood 
stained trunk, announced that he 

| would take charge of three or four of 
the articles found nt once, ns they were 
of exceptional value ns evidence. He 
would not tell wlint these articles were. 
Both he and the detectives said tlmt 

j every piece of evidence that might he 
I expected to be in the trunk was found 
(there. No one seemed able to account 
for an immense quantity of rope nnd 

J twine which was tangled up with the 
I lorn nnd shredded underclothing and 
broken toilet articles. On a piece of 
wrapping paper was written. "I. Salo­
mon. 3<>5 First street; Hol>oken. Out­
fitter.*'- Aji evening newspaper of Sept. 
10 wns also in the trunk.
